Counsellor, or Coach. Only complete applications will be accepted. The Post Secondary Institution 
selected for post-secondary education will receive the scholarship on behalf of the successful candidate.

This award is for a student who will attend a post-secondary institution in the upcoming school year. 
Please note that this award will not be given to a student who subsequently decides to defer their 
admission.
